Gentlemen,

ltgives me great pleasure to welcome you to this seventeenth Annual General Meeting of
your Corporation.

: FINANCIAL & OPERATING PERFORMANCE:

) : 1) The performance of the Corporation for the year 2006-07 has been covered in the
_ Directors’, Report tam glad to inform you that in comparison to previous year, the gross income
has increased from Rs.630 crore to Rs.669 crore and the traffic earnings have increased from
Rs.341 crore to Rs.412 crore and the freight earnings have increased from Rs.149 crore to
Rs.207 crore and the passenger earnings have increased from Rs.182 crore to Rs.195 crore,
this means that operating surplus has increased from Rs.131 crore to Rs.159 crore. However,
the project revenue has come down from Rs.281 crore to Rs.245 crore compared to the
previous year.

i) KRCL is having total outstanding liabilities of Rs.5425 crore, out of which Ministry of
Railways has provided financial assistance of Rs.2928 crore till date and every year
approximately Rs.225 crores are being given to pay back the market liabilities. The financiai
restructuring proposals approved by the Board of Directors of KRCL and the Ministry of Railways
has been forwarded to Board for Reconstruction of Public Sector Enterprises (BRPSE) for
their recommendations before forwarding final recommendations to the cabinet for approval.

lii) As you are aware the Corporation has taken up the construction of 90 km Katra-
Laole section of Udhampur-Srinagar-Baramulia single line broad gauge Railway Project on
cost plus 10% basis. The expected progress could not been achieved during the year under
review due to adverse geological conditions, various other constraints beyond the scope of the
Corporation etc.

iv) The construction of 14 Road over Bridges in Jharkhand state will be completed
during 2007-08 subject to the availability of land by the State Government.

v) After conducting Second Joint Site Acceptances Test by North Frontier Railway, RDSO
& KRCL in March 2007; the Railway Board declared that pilot project of Anti-Collision Device
(ACD) on North Frontier Railway should be treated as having been commissioned.
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
